The Renaissance was a period in western European history from 1300 to 1600. Increased trade between European cities and the rest of the world weakened the feudal manor system and helped cities grow. The decline of feudalism and the movement of people and ideas made the Renaissance a time of great advances in western history. Inventions such as the printing press and fast production of books helped disperse knowledge of ancient Greek and Roman idea, helping to advance medicine and science. The arts also flourished as people created new techniques and discovered new subjects to paint and sculpt. 
There are many artists and inventors from the Renaissance period. Pick 1 artist to research and create a google slides presentation about. You will need to include the following information on your slides, along with a picture in order to get full credit:
· Name of person
· Picture of person
· Date of Birth and Death
· Accomplishments
· Pictures of their famous works of art or inventions
· 3 important facts about the person
· 1 famous quote from the person

Art: You will pick your favorite piece of art or invention from during the Renaissance. You will then try to re-create that art/invention by sculpting using clay, painting on canvas or cardstock, or building your art/invention. Your art/invention must not be bigger than 12 inches by 12 inches. You are then going to present your art/invention as if you were the artist showing it off to the audience. Your goal is to be persuasive and take ownership of your creation. Attached to your art/invention you must have the following information:
· Name of Artist/Inventor
·  Title of Art/Invention
· Date it was created
· Why it was created
· Why you chose to recreate it 
· Be prepared with a persuasive presentation of your art
